Opening of Belfast City Hospital

Belfast City Hospital Cancer Centre provides services as the Regional Cancer
Centre for Northern Ireland. It was opened to patients on 17" March 2006.
Work began on this facility in July 2002. The contractor on this project was
Graham Martin JV working with Keppie/Ferguson Mcllveen architects and
Kieron Smyth of Health Estates acting as project manager. It was completed

in December 2005 at a cost of £57 million.

The facility incorporates 10 linear
accelerators, MRI Scanners and an
extensive radiotherapy suite. There
is accommodation for 84 in patient
beds including five isolation beds,
research and development facilities
and out patient clinics for

rehabilitation and palliative care.

The centre has been designed to create a non institutional human scale
environment with maximum use of natural daylight providing a therapeutic and

harmonious atmosphere to benefit and improve the patients’ progress and

well being.

The six storey structure, with
powder coated aluminium panels
and warm red areas of terracotta
rain screening, is connected via

three covered walkways to the

| main Belfast City Hospital.



The landscaping within the project won
an All Ireland “Bog Oak” Landscaping
Award. This outdoor space seeks to
create a feeling of freedom and
greenness, providing a unique and
uplifting space which can greatly
contribute to the overall healing process

of patients.

The interior design inspiration has been taken from landmark images around
Northern Ireland and compliments the high standard of materials specified.

The project gained a commendation from the Royal Society of Ulster
Architects and was short listed in the Institution of Structural Engineering
Design Awards.
