Record the date the first batch issue is dispensed on in column 1
Tick column 1 or highlight as shown below to indicate the patient has collected their medication
Using a calendar calculate when the next batch issue should be dispensed taking into account closure days and holidays
Record the date the next batch issues is due to be dispensed in column 2
Repeat the process for all the batch issues
As the patient collects their batch issues tick or highlight the relevant date (this can help to identify compliance or erratic collection)

Record the patients name and address in the Patient Details column as shown below
Record the dispensing interval in the Interval column, if this is not specified you can calculate this form the quantity and directions on the script
