
COMPLETION OF THE NEW LINCOLN AVENUE HEALTH AND CAR E 
CENTRE IN NORTH BELFAST  

 
Health Estates are pleased to report that the new Lincoln Avenue Health and 
Care Centre in North Belfast has recently been completed at a cost of 
approximately £7.5 million with Timothy Sheehan of Health Estates acting as 
project manager.  
 
The new health and social care centre 
which will open soon is part of the 
planned programme of investment 
aimed at providing primary and 
community healthcare services and 
facilities over the next ten years at a 
cost of £580 million. The centre is the 
third of its kind to be completed within 
the new Belfast Health and Social Care 
Trust area in the last year out of the 
planned seven new centres to be built 
by the year 2010.  

 
The new centre houses a number of 
clinical and social care services for the 
community, while also serving as a 
base for outreach staff teams.  Floors 
are zoned to allow for public and clinical 
spaces to be located at either ground or 
first floor, with level access provided at 
each of these zones due to the level 
change across the site. The upper floors 
are accessible by staff only, with open 
plan office accommodation located at 

second floor level and the third floor providing a staff dining area facility with 
south facing terrace which affords scenic views overlooking the internal 
courtyard.   
 
The two public entrances are linked by a three storey internal street which 
acts as the key organizational device and allows views through to the 
landscaped, stepped, feature garden. The change in level provides spill out 
areas from inside to out with the external café area at ground floor 
strategically separated from the children’s external play area at the first floor. 
 
The external envelope has been designed with a view to providing an 
attractive and striking aesthetic whilst 
acknowledging the desire for durability 
of materials and requirement for 
security which is integral to the design. 
The “weave” of the brickwork is 
interspersed with a vertical weave of 
copper panels between the windows. 



The first floor consulting room windows 
have projecting bay windows clad in 
zinc and these splayed windows provide 
privacy from overlooking and afford 
views to the hills beyond. They also 
serve to provide variety and articulation 
of the elevations while appropriately 
serving the internal areas.  
 
The design team was led by Todd 
Architects working in close partnership 

with Penoyre and Prasad Architects as a result of a design competition held in 
July 2003 and the main contractor was Gilbert Ash.
