We welcome the publication of this second Action Plan under

“Tackling Violence at Home – A Strategy for Addressing Domestic

Violence and Abuse in Northern Ireland”.

Much has been achieved since the launch of the Strategy in October

ACTION PLAN: APRIL 2007 TO MARCH 2008

Tackling Violence at Home04.

This is the second Action Plan under “Tackling Violence at Home” – A

Strategy for Addressing Domestic Violence and abuse in Northern Ireland

(October 2005). It builds on the proposals set out in the first action plan

and includes new actions, initiatives and proposal to address domestic

violence and improve services to victims. Action under this new action

plan continues under the main headings of:

Prevention; Protection and Justice; Support; and Other Priorities.

The Action Plan sets out:

• The actions proposed until March 2008;

• The department/agency with responsibility for implementation (and 

the lead department/agency where there is more than one); and

• the target date for completion of each action.

The Domestic Violence Unit, in conjunction with the Regional
Steering Group and its sub-groups, is responsible for the
development of Annual Action Plans at regional level to take
account of changing pressures, priorities and available resources.

These Action Plans will also take account of other strategies which
are likely to impact on services for all victims of domestic violence.

The Local Domestic Violence Partnerships will be responsible for
Action Plans at local level. There will be communication and
consultation among local partnerships and between the local and
regional groups to ensure that action plans are complimentary and
that good practice is shared.

• preventing domestic violence happening in the first place, through 

changing public attitudes to it (particularly among young people)

• general public education and media campaigns

• identifying and tackling risk factors (e.g during pregnancy)

• providing help for all victims of domestic violence as early as possible 

to prevent the abuse recurring

• providing advice and information to all victims on how to get access 

to support services and legal protection

• preventing offenders wherever possible from re-offending.
