Construction of the new terrace car-park commeicédiarch 06 with Gilbert Ash as
the main contractor and the design team led by V8RR Taggart architects, as part
of the Phase A redevelopment of the Ulster Hosgiti@. It was completed at a cost
of approximately £5 million with Brendan Smyth, HtbaEstates acting as project
manager on the scheme.

Car-parking at the hospital has been an on-goinglem for many years with a
shortage of parking around the site and traffiogestion affecting members of the
public visiting or attending the hospital. The fantar-park which was situated at the
front of the hospital and had capacity for some 8@ will now be replaced by a
landscaped car park to give a softer and more @htdiont view of the hospital site

to staff and visitors alike.

The new terrace car-park is situated to the retlnehospital and has capacity to
accommodate some 508 cars including 20 cars fabl#id drivers. It is open to staff,
visitors and the public and should help to eassidenably traffic congestion around
the site. In addition extensive roadworks have bBEen undertaken on site and when
completed around the end of March will further iy vehicle access, egress and
parking.

Within the terrace car-park on the
ground floor the New Security Centre is
located. The centralised accommodation
and modern, up-to-date equipment
enhance will enhance and improve



hospital security, monitoring of site wide CCTV arat park management system.
The structure of the eight level building is brigimd airy and features a state-of-the-
art glass stairwell. The opening of the car-palbved valuable space to be freed up
and work to continue on the re-development of thetdd Hospital Site.

To access the car-park visitors coming from
the Dundonald dual carriageway should
drive straight past the Accident &
Emergency Department rather than turning
left towards the front of the hospital.
